He never rejected a
invitation. He disliked to say no. He had the que
faculty of making each guest feel that he was #vedrite.

His contemporaries are in agreement that he was a
man of simple but elegant manners. His tastes reéreed
but he never acted superior to others. When a \Biedo
went to see him but was too awe-struck to be ab$peak,
he tole him. Fear not! | am not an angel, | washhaf a
Qurayshi woman who ate dried meat' He had no ditfic
therefore, in attending to his personal works. dtiehed
his shoes, patched his clothes and milked his gét.
could squat on the ground in any vacant place upon
entering an assembly and would refurse to accpfaice of
honour. He didn't like the people to stand uphiion when
he entered their company. He preferred to keepsdiim
behind every one when working in a group. When
camping in the deserts he divided the work and iteeipe
protests of his followers alloted some work to hetis
Simple he was and simplicity he approved of.

He mixed well with the people, passing a remark or
two to keep the conversation going and lendingsinde
when required but never laughing out boisterousihen
he met a man, he treated him with respect. He meve
snubbed any body and did not pass an unsavory kemar
about anyone behind him. Indeed rarely did helspéa
person behind him, unless it was to say somethouyl @f
him. When he shook hands he never, as a gesteoof
will, withdrew his hand first, when he spoke hentndt to
the man full, listened to him with attention andl aiot
interrupt unless it was something against God amsl H
religion. He never made signs with eyes.

He kept himself, his clothes and his environment
clean saying cleanliness is part of faith. In cakbte
prefered white and disliked red. He wore almogtlang
that would cover his body. Once he was spotteti ait
Yemeni pinkish garment in a moonlit night. The namo
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spotted him looked a fair amount of time at him andhe
moon and concluded that he was more beautiful than
moon. Rich clothes he disdained. Once he put on a
stripted stuff. But after the prayers he castnay saying
that it had distracted his attention in the pray@/hen he
put on a new pair of clothes he thanked God fotdvaag
him with what would cover his nakedness, seekinghe
good that it might carry and seeking refuge frory amil
that it might conceal. Following the Arab custdm,wore
a turban, perhaps on important occassions, Heéhbedukis
teeth rather too often made from a fibrous fresimbin of
tree. When he smiled his teeth shined white. rief bhe
kept himself neat and tidy saying "Allah is beaulti&nd
loves the beautiful.”

He was fond of perfumes. He was also fond of
women and prayer, as he himself stated once. Bilew
we can explain his fondness for prayrers by cutisgvery
regular habit of spending the best part of the tsgginding
before his lord until his feet swelled, we havehmug that
can fix th exact meaning of wht he meant when I lsa
was fond of women. Perhaps his statement about his
fondness of women must be understood in the light o
those scores of remarks that he made in order storee
women's right in a society which accorded themrg iaav
status. Those who have refered to his plural egerias
evidence of his sensual nature made a little merdiathe
fact that in the prime of his youth and adult years
Mohammed (PBUH) remained thoroughly devoted to wife

He loved his companions to the extreme degree.
When he was told something uncomplimentary abosit hi
companions, he said: "Don't speak to me about them
behind them when | meet them, | wish to meet thetn &
clean heart. " He was pleased with what wouldggehem
and saddened with what would sadden them. He khew t
living conditions of most of them and waited for an
opportunity to help them out. When he receiveddgobe
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would reserve things for those not present, and, ttvben
the man appeared he would say "Here Take it. | had
hidden it for you".

He was hard working man and liked those who were
so. Once while shaking hands when he felt a nfaarisl
unusually rough he asked him the reason. The @dnhg
laboured with them. He bent down and kissed them.

He had good sense of humour but disapproved of
ungraceful tomfoolery. He jested with his wivesaged
them and told them stories. But he may be granted
Paradise, he said " old women will not enter paeidihen
he hurried to explain to the terrified woman thdtaivhe
meant was that women would enter Paradise young.

Prophet settled many issues in an intelligent manne
A man went to the Prophet complaining of persistent
ill-treatment at the hands of his neighbour. ThepRet
told him to move his belongings to the street ahthsre.
The man carried out the instructions. Wheneveresone
passed by and enquired why was he sitting theesmtain
gave him the whole story of how he was ill treased so
on. Generally, the passes by sent a curse initbetidn of
his neighbours house before moving on. Soon his
neighbour was out begging him to move back on pgemi
of good behaviour.

In short the prophet Mohammed (PBUHO is a
complete human being, none to compete him durirg th
period from the advent of Adam to the end of life the
Earth, his personality causing completeness noy anl
founding an universal and ever lasting religion &iso in
establishing a welfare state for the mankind beside
building a nation of universal brotherhood.
